ORDER OF REINSTATEMENT ELIGIBILITY

IT APPEARING TO THE COURT that on January 27, 2021, the Supreme Court of
Ohio has entered an order reinstating respondent Brian Joseph Halligan to the practice of law in
Ohio, pursuant to Gov. Bar R. V (24) of the Supreme Court Rules for the Government of the Bar
of Ohio, and in accordance with Rule VII of the Model Federal Rules of Disciplinary
Enforcement, adopted by this court on February 1, 1979,

IT IS ORDERED that the Clerk notify respondent that he may seek reinstatement to the
practice of law in the United States District Court for the Southern District of Ohio upon the
filing of a petition for reinstatement with this court. The petition for reinstatement shall be
accompanied by a cost deposit of $188.00, and an affidavit demonstrating by clear and
convincing evidence that respondent has the moral qualifications, competency and learning in
the law required for admission to practice law before this court and that respondent's resumption
of the practice of law will not be detrimental to the integrity and standing of the bar or to the

administration of justice.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Clerk of this Court shall cause a copy of this
order, and the Supreme Court of Ohio order, to be served upon respondent by regular mail at
Brian Joseph Halligan, PO Box 455, Ashland, OH 44805 and to be published to this courts

official website.

The court coming now to consider its order of September 19, 2019, wherein the court, pursuant
fo Gov.Bar R. V(1 2)(A)(3), suspended respondent from the practice of law for a period of two years
with eighteen months stayed on conditions, finds that respondent has substantially complied with that
order and with the provisions of Gov.BarR. V(24).

Therefore, it is ordered by this court that respondent is reinstated to the Ppractice of Iaw in the
State of Ohio, It is further ordered that in accordance with Gov.BarR. V(21) and consistent with the
opinion rendered herein on September 19, 2019, respondent shall serve an eighteen-month period of

monitored probation,

It is further ordered that on or before thirty days from the date of this order relator shall file

in compliance with Gov.Bar R. V21XD), (2) respondent complies with this and all other orders issued
by this court, (3) respondent complies with the Rules for the Government of the Bar of Ohio, (4) relator
files with the clerk of this court a report indicating that respondent has complied with the terms of the
probation, and (5) this court orders that the probation be terminated,

1t is further ordered that the clerk of this court issue certified copies of this order as provided
for in Gov.Bar R, V(I7XE)(1) and that publication be made as provided for in Gov.BarR_ VA7NE)2).
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
